Jo will record the town’s hopes, dreams and aspirations and her collection will be used by Artpoint as they develop the vision for public art in Kenilworth. 
From 8.00am to 7.00pm on Saturday 13th December Jo will be meeting local people as she travels between several Kenilworth sites on her customised ‘Dream Catcher’ bike and trailer (inspired by Roald Dahl’s dream catching giant the BFG). Each person that discusses their dreams with Jo will receive a special ‘Dream Catcher’ gift and there are also other prizes to be won including vouchers for Waitrose!
Jo is also developing a specially designed coupon for readers of Kenilworth Weekly News to fill in and post back with their dreams, to appear in the 19th December issue of the paper. As part of Artpoint’s wider community engagement project, creative consultation packs will be sent to schools and local groups and Jo will also be visiting local community groups in the coming weeks.
