This exhibition is to celebrate the work created during the Newbury Lock Sculpture Education Project at New Greenham Arts.  The exhibition entitled ‘Flow’ brings together a wonderful collection of 2D and 3D artwork by young people from St Nicholas C of E Junior School, Woolton Hill Junior School, Dunstan Park Infants School, Theale Green Community School, Mary Hare School and Park House School who have all participated in the project.  

Designs and models for the Newbury Lock Sculpture by Peter Randall Page will also form part of the exhibition.  

Since September 2002 staff and more than 200 pupils have been involved in the project, participating in site visits, artist talks and practical workshops and creating their own designs, models and sculptures.  The exhibition marks the end of the unique education project, which aimed to introduce young people to the idea of public art and the commissioning process, explore different ways of creating sculpture and provide opportunities for teacher development. Pupils have been introduced to the work of internationally respected sculptor Peter Randall Page and have taken part in practical workshops with artists Simon Cooley and Maureen Riley.
