New Art Commissions For Norden Farm Centre 

For The Arts Maidenhead
• Exciting new commissions as part of capital lottery project

Norden Farm Centre for the Arts has commissioned new works from artists Julia Manheim, Hans Peter Kuhn, Anna Heinrich & Leon Palmer and Liza Gough Daniels as part of a capital lottery project to provide a new Arts Centre for Maidenhead and the wider Thames Valley.

Julia Manheim, Hans Peter Kuhn, Anna Heinrich & Leon Palmer have created Deep Theatre, a sound and video installation which presents a constantly changing visual and aural panorama of life at Norden Farm. The technical equipment for this work was specified and commissioned within the building contract by Acoustic Dimensions.

In the Foyer Bar Liza Gough Daniels has created the Poured Wall, a surface of pigmented plaster with four columns for ‘milky’ hand poured paint. She also designed Curved Landscape, a hard landscaping scheme for the Courtyard which includes a large architectural screen at the entrance to the building. 

Centre Director, David Hill, has said: "We wanted a building that would excite and intrigue and artworks that were integrated into the fabric of the Centre. The results have more than fulfilled that expectation. The art is both integral to the building and sits at the heart of the Centre. It is inspiring, challenging and intriguing, generating many different views, feelings and responses… just as we wanted!" 

The artists joined the project over three years ago at the design stage and took part in workshop sessions with the design team before developing specific proposals. The works were created by both the main building contractor and the artists under a separate contract. Both the design and procurement stages of the project required extensive collaboration between the artists, architects and other design professionals. The project has been managed by Artpoint.
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
